It provides support in the forms of training and mentoring for
instructional coaches and elementary teachers. Building leaders and
instructional coaches coordinate building-level parent involvement
opportunities. District and building administrators work together to prepare
notices that need to go out district-wide and building-wide. The district
strategic planning committee engages parents as well as local business leaders,
and community members and organizations to ensure feedback and coordination from
the community.
